Declaration of the 34th MOAS for high schools
Racism, discrimination and intolerance as obstacles to development in the Americas

GENERAL COMMITTEE 
1. Migration in the Americas
a. Cooperation among countries of origin, transit and destination to ensure the protection of the rights of migrants in the Americas. 

b. Analyze best practices between Member States to efficiently manage youth migration in the region.
c. Promotion of a hemispheric debate on the gender dimension of migration.

2. Protection of human rights in business
a. Promoting legislation concerning the role of the private sector in the protection of human rights.

b. Protecting indigenous groups’ rights in the context of extractive industries.
c. Promoting corporate social responsibility as a tool to the advancement of human rights.
FIRST COMMITTEE:  Juridical and Political Affairs 
1. Public defenders and access to justice
a. Identifying the challenges affecting the work of public defenders in Member States.
b. Duty of the State to provide effective public defense as a due process guarantee.

c. Role of non-governmental organizations (NGOs) in promoting the access to justice in impoverished communities.
2. Civic strengthening of local governments
a. Strengthening mechanisms of citizen participation through local governments. 
b. Increasing transparency in local governments through e-government tools. 
c. The role of community activism in the strengthening of local governments.
SECOND COMMITTEE: Hemispheric Security

1.  Citizen security
a. Promoting a multi-dimensional approach to improve the issue of citizen security at the state level. 

b. Coordinated efforts among law enforcement, civil society and communities to reduce crime and violence.
c. Promoting efficient police management and training to guarantee citizen security in the Americas. 
2. Combating arms trafficking
a. New regional approaches to prevent trafficking in firearms, ammunition, explosives and related materials.
b. Initiatives to advance border security in the Americas to reduce the flow of small arms.  
c. Strengthening cooperation among law enforcement agencies on best practices and training to combat firearms trafficking.
THIRD COMMITTEE:  Inter-American Council for Integral Development – CIDI

1. Creation of sustainable cities in the Americas 
a. Advancing sustainable cities in the Americas through public-private partnerships focused on waste management.

b. Encouraging entrepreneurship initiatives and innovation to promote energy efficiency and the use of clean energy in the Americas.
c. Promoting awareness measures and citizen participation to create resilience to natural hazards.
2. Competitiveness, Innovation and Technology and Micro, Small and Medium-Sized Enterprises (MSMEs)
a. Promotion of public-private partnerships to improve the competitiveness and productivity of MSMEs. 

b. Initiatives to boost the innovation, entrepreneurship and internationalization of high impact SMEs across the Hemisphere. 
c. Promoting the use of technologies to solve problems, bridge gaps and improve the quality of life in communities in both urban and rural areas, through SMEs.
SPECIAL COMMITTEE:  Children and Youth
1.  Youth education and labor market
a. New approaches to increase competitiveness and promote entrepreneurship among the youth of the Americas.

b. Development of new educational models and training for youth to meet the needs of the evolving labor market. 

c. Cooperation between the industry and the education sector to develop job-relevant skill-building programs.
2. Youth protection and empowerment
a. Comprehensive measures to prevent and eradicate child labor in the Americas.

b. Awareness measures to prevent the participation of children and youth in criminal activities. 

c. Training for teachers to identify youth at risk. 
According to Art. 44 through 48 of the MOAS Rules of Procedure, the format of the MOAS for high schools is a Working Group Format. The instructions to work within the committees are the following:


The head delegates will work and debate Topic No.1 in each committee.


The alternate delegates will work and debate Topic No. 2 in each committee.


Each of the subtopics (“a” through “c”) will originate a Working Group.


Each of these Working Groups will produce one (1) resolution on the subtopic.


Follow the times and instructions included in the Calendar of Events to organize the work within each Working Group.


The joint resolutions issued by the Working Groups of the alternate delegates will be debated by the head delegates and vice versa (according to Art. 54 to 56). Please note the following:


Each working group elects a “Working Group Representative” to present the resolution to the committee (this applies also to the Alternate delegates’ working groups).


The Alternate delegates may respond to the questions that any head delegate asks during the debate of their working groups’ resolutions. However, both the head and alternate delegates for the same country must have the same position and cannot go against one another (Art. 56.)
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
