I.
LAWS. REGULATIONS IN FORCE. NATIONAL PLANS
1.
Are there criminal, civil and administrative provisions in your domestic laws for the prevention, punishment and eradication of violence against women?

There are no specific provisions in our domestic laws regarding violence against women.

Our Constitution, Civil Code and our Penal Code all contain articles connected to violence.

In the Constitution, articles 8, 9, 14 and 16.

In the Civil Code, the articles concerning violence may be found in Titles X, XI, XIVA and XV of Book (about persons).

In the Penal Code, the articles may be found in Titles VII, XIV, XV, XIX, XX, XXI, XXII, XXV, and XXVII of the second Book (Criminal Offences)

Summary

The Constitution

Articles 8, 9, 14 and 16 are part of Chapter V of our Constitution deals with basic rights, individuals rights and freedoms. These articles in the Constitution are intended to safeguard the protection of persons and property.

Article 8 paragraph 1 guarantees the protection of persons and property and paragraph 2 deals with non- discrimination, more in particular discrimination based on sex.

Article 9 paragraph 1 lays down that everyone has the right to physical, mental and moral integrity.

Paragraph 2 provides that no one may be submitted to torture, degrading or inhumane treatment or punishment.

Article 14 guarantees the right to life. The right shall be protected by the law.

Article 16 paragraph 1 is about the right to personal liberty and safety. In paragraph 2, the Constitution lays down that no one shall be deprived of his freedom, other than on the grounds of and according to proceedings determined by law.

The Penal Code

The Penal Code as well contains articles regarding violence. The victims of violence finds protection in these articles of our national criminal law. These articles are briefly dealt with below.

In the seventh Title of the Penal Code,  about criminal offenses jeopardizing the general safety of persons or property, Articles 207, 222 and 224 are of importance.

Article 207 of the Penal Code is about willful arson. Article 222 deals with the willful destroying or damaging of a building or structure.

Article 224 penalizes the willful introduction of dangerous substances in drinking water.

The fourteenth Title of the Penal Code provides for the penalization of crimes against morality (articles 290 through 305 and in article 311)
The provisions of the fifteenth Title of the Penal Code as well may be applied to violence. The fifteenth Title of the Penal Code deals with the abandonment of persons in need of help. 
Articles 314 through 319.
Special attention is drawn to articles 317 and 318.

The abandonment of a child may be the result of domestic violence, for example because of pressure exerted by the family or the partner on the mother of the child. It is against this background that the remission provided for in Article 318 should be seen.

Crimes against personal freedom; Title 18 of the Penal Code.

These articles speak for themselves.

The articles of the Constitution earlier discussed which guarantee the protection of personal rights and freedoms are also dealt with in this title of the Penal Code.

Crimes against personal freedom; Title 18 of the Penal Code.

The articles of the Constitution earlier discussed which guarantee the protection of personal rights and freedoms are also dealt with in this title of the Penal Code.

Crimes against life are included in Title 19 of the penal Code, in particular Articles 347 through 356.

Special attention is drawn to Article 355, abortion.

The observation made in discussing Title 19 of the Penal Code also applies to the discussion of Article 20 of the Penal Code.

This title deals with abuse, Article 360 through 366. Special attention is hereby drawn to Article 364 paragraph l of the Penal Code.

Title 21 of the Penal Code concerns causing bodily injury or involuntary manslaughter.
Title 22 of the Penal Code is about the criminal offences of theft and poaching. In particular, Articles 370 through 376.

Special attention is drawn to article 376, dealing with theft between spouses.

Theft (criminal proceedings) between spouses is excluded under criminal law, unless the perpetrator is the spouse from the victim is separated from bed and board.

Special attention is also drawn to Articles 379, 384, 401 and 419 of the penal Code.

The remark made earlier in connection with Article 376 also applies to these articles.

Articles 379 comes under Title 23 of the Penal Code which deals with extortion and blackmail.

Article 384 comes under Title 24 of the Penal Code which deals with embezzlement.

Article 401 comes under Title 25 of the Penal Code which deals with fraud.

Article 419 comes under Title 24 of the Penal Code which deals with aggrieving creditors or entitled parties.

The 4 articles mentioned from the 4 last discussed titles of the Penal Code, penalize criminal offences which can also occur between spouses who are separated from bed and board.

Special attention is drawn to these articles because of the fact that these offences may also occur in the event of domestic violence.

The Civil Code

Our civil Code also contains provisions which are connected to violence. These provisions have been incorporated in the first Book, about persons. 

The first article involving violence is Article 159, Title 5, Book 1.

This article deals with the costs of the household, including the costs of care and education of the children.

The point of departure is that these costs are chargeable to the joint income of spouses.

In the event of domestic violence, it may happen that the perpetrator of domestic violence fails to contribute towards the costs. This can lead to disruption of the household.  

Title 10, dealing with the dissolution of marriage, also regards domestic violence.

More in particular articles 252 sub 3 and 4, 253, 354, 262 sub 3 and 4. In the same breath, in the discussion of these articles under title 10, article 286, title 11, is cited as well. Title 11  treats of separation from bed and board. Domestic violence may lead to the consequences indicated in the above- mentioned articles. Both divorce (article 262 sub 3 and 4) and separation from bed and board (article 286) may result in the dissolution of marriage (article 252 paragraph 3 and 4, 253 and 254).

In this case, attention is called to the grounds for divorce and for separation from bed and board. These grounds speak for themselves. They have everything to do with the criminal offences discussed earlier, which occur in titles 19, 20 and 21 in the second Book of the Penal Code.

Special attention is also drawn to articles 278, 371a and 372. The legislator deals in article 278 with the maintenance payment the court may impose if the spouse, on whose request the marriage was dissolved, does not have sufficient income to support himself. Such payment will then be paid from the property of the other spouse.

In  article 371a, the legislator deals with relief of or dismissal from parental authority. This may occur on the grounds of that which the legislator mentioned in article 371a paragraph 2.

The enumeration speaks for itself when placed against the background of domestic violence. For, the enumeration contains situations which may occur also in the event of domestic violence and may result in relief of or dismissal from parental authority.

Article 372 deals with the child’s being placed in custody in the event of moral or physical ruin. Moral or physical ruin of a child can also occur in the event of domestic violence. This may ultimately result in the child’s being placed in custody.

The Criminal Code provides possibilities to punish violence. Reference is made, among other things, to the articles on acts of violence in a public place, violence resulting in (severe) bodily harm and death (article 189), and maltreatment (article 360-366). There are provisions in articles 295-298 of the Criminal Code with regard to, the rape of girls and women, while article 299 treats indecent assault.

Furthermore it is possible for the party concerned to lodge a complaint with the Court of Justice if an offence, in this case violence committed against the women, is not prosecuted or prosecuted further.

Have laws and regulations been amended or abolished in order to modify juridical and customary-law practices that help to perpetuate or tolerate violence against women?

No, laws and regulations have not yet been amended or abolished. But there are draft laws and regulations composed which still have to come into force such as:

the law on stalking, which will be punishable in a separate law

No standards have not been adopted

A National Strategy has not been adopted, but the Ministry of Justice and Police actually made an analysis regarding domestic violence and there is a policy to be implemented this year.

The Ministry of Internal Affairs is composing a new Integral Gender Action 2006- 2010 in collaboration with civil society organizations and will also be conducted in collaboration with these organizations. This plan also contains measures regarding violence against women such as legislation provisions regarding trafficking in persons, sexual harassment on the workplace, domestic violence etc.

We don’t have a national mechanism for the follow up of the convention of Belém do Pará

Are legislators, advisers and other parliamentary staff provided with information on gender issues, in particular as regards violence? How has that information been provided?

In the period of 14- 24 July 2003 a project: Judicial Education for Domestic Violence Program was executed in which the seminar Approach of Domestic Violence for the in- court and pending Magistracy, was held. The project, which was financed by the Inter-American Development Bank, as part of a strategy, aimed at how to prevention and deal with domestic violence. This strategy in which justice and police are approached as allies in the approach of domestic violence, is at first instance developed by the Caribbean Association for Feminist Research and Action ( CAFRA) and the Women’s Rights Center Foundation ( WRC). On this seminar, the social and judiciary aspects of the society were discussed.

No, there are no parliamentary committees specifically concerned with gender issues

II.
ACCESS TO JUSTICE

Is there a prompt, regulated proceeding to protect women who are victims of violence and to punish assailants?

There are victim helpdesks at 4 police stations (one in the district Nickerie and three in the city). These are already in operation so that victims can receive the needed care. The Office of the District- Attorney in Suriname also thought it necessary to provide a room within their workplace where victims can have all necessary conversation in a relaxed environment. In the district Nickerie there are also relief work instates and NGO’s, district’s quarters- and women’s organizations for primary ‘first aid’.

The Bureau of Legal assistance is the authority responsible for pro bono legal assistance to victims if violence

Is the creation encouraged of groups of professionals to provide assistance to women who are victims of violence in order  to pursue the relevant procedures designed to protect women and punish assailants? 

There are two main projects regarding a special unit for the protection of women and also a hotline which will be set up all over the country.

Are there models of intervention for women’s assailants?

No, there are no models

2.
Do officials in charge of processing complaints of violence receive gender perspective training on the prevention, punishment, and eradication of violence?

See the above answered question 4.

In 1997 a training program ‘Domestic Violence’ for the police force and relief workers was executed.

About 30% of the police officers are trained in recognizing Domestic Violence and the necessity to an effective approach (awareness.)

Is there a system of support designed to serve the immediate needs of victims of violence?

· Victim helpdesks: The Women Rights Centre (WRC), in coordination with the Police Force Suriname, Police Force Utrecht and the Caribbean Gender Equality Program has put up victim help desks at four police stations. These are already in operation so that victims can receive the needed care. The Office of the District- Attorney in Suriname also thought it necessary to provide a room within their workplace where victims can have all necessary conversation in a relaxed environment. In the district Nickerie there are also relief work instates and Ngo’s, district’s quarters- and women’s organizations for primary ‘first aid’;

· Foundation Stop Violence against Women is an organization involved in individual care, guidance, counseling of female victims of violence and also training. The organization is mainly involved with victims of domestic violence; Since 2001 the foundation started with self help groups for women. Now there is a project in progress where these women will be trained to be able to accompany other victims to e.g. the police or to participate in educational sessions or fairs. This project is an idea of the women their selves and will start in February 2006. The idea is to create a group of trained volunteers.

· The Ministry of Social Affairs provides the availability of free health care.

· The Ilse Henar Hewit Legal Aid Bureau for Women is the legal section of the National Women’s Movement (NVB). This Bureau offers professional legal advice to women, for a small fee.

· The STICRIS: Shelter for Women in Crisis Situations is the only temporary shelter for women in crisis situations, some with children. These women are mainly victims of domestic violence. However the accommodations are very limited.

Are there free emergency hotlines to provide advice to women who are victims of violence? Are such hotlines available all over the country?

There are no specific hotlines for women who are victims of violence. The emergency hotline of the Police (115) is free and available for people living in the coastal area of Suriname and some area in the interior.

Are there shelters to care for women violence victims and their children? If so, are they of a public or private nature, or both?

There is 1 (one) shelter in Suriname “Stichting Vrouwen in Crisissituaties (STICRIS) which is a local NGO. The experience learns that most of the times there is no room available for women in crisis, because of the limited rooms available and the poor opportunities for women to move on.

Is the geographic distribution of shelters appropriate bearing in mind the number of complaints of violence received?

No, In general the various authorities have to be creative and innovative to seek a safe place to stay for women and children.
3.4
Is the creation of self-help groups for women who are victims of violence encouraged?

Since 2001 the Foundation Stop Violence against Women started with self help groups for women. Now there is a project in progress where these women will be trained to be able to accompany other victims to e.g. the police or to participate in educational sessions or fairs. This project is an idea of the women their selves and will start in February 2006. The idea is to create a group of trained volunteers.

Overall there is collaboration between the Government and Civil Society organizations regarding the Integral Gender action plan 2006-2010. The Civil Society and other stakeholders participated in 2 workshops regarding this action plan and their proposals are mainly incorporated in this plan.

Suriname also composed his third Cedaw report for the period 1999- 2002 and it was presented to the U.N. Cedaw Committee in 2005.

Their data regarding the clients is public and the idea is to publicize it via our website. 

The Central Civil Registry Office:

As far as known there is no data available on domestic violence or information regarding the Belém do Pará Convention.

What kind of gender training is provided for people who elaborate and apply instruments to collect statistical information? 

The General Bureau of Statistics:

The General Bureau of Statistics staff members participates in local training on gender mainstreaming and the GBS participates in the CARICOM programme on Social, Gender and Environment Statistics.

The program also provides for training in the fore mentioned subjects.  

The Foundation Stop Violence against Women:

We try to train our personnel to keep improving their skills on how to deal with the clients as well as to deepen their knowledge on domestic violence. Training such as:  

· training time management

· training aid assistance to sexual abused victims

· training Rapid Rural Appraisal and Project Cycle Management

· training train the trainers gender and development 

The Central Civil Registry Office: Gender training has been provided by Ngo’s but not for statistical information. For example; The Women Parliament Forum (Vrouwen Parlement Forum - VPF) has been given training such as Gender budgetering. Gender mainstreaming for government officials, individuals and VPF members. Within the different departments of the Ministry of Home Affairs there are gender focal points established.

Does the state have a monitoring agency for citizens on violence against women? What is its impact?

There is no monitoring agency on violence against women, but it is a main project in the Sector Analysis of the Ministry of Justice regarding violence against women and will start this year.
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
