DIA Activities with Permanent Observers 2009

The Department of International Affairs (DIA) is responsible for maintaining relations with the Permanent Observer countries to the OAS. Through informational meetings, the negotiation and presentation of projects, mobilization of resources, promotion of special events and exchanges of information, DIA facilitates the active participation and collaboration with Permanent Observers in the activities and cooperation programs of the General Secretariat.

In 2009, DIA presented before the Permanent Council the request of the Republic of Lithuania to receive the status of Permanent Observer to the OAS. To date, there are now 64 Permanent Observers to the Organization: Algeria, Angola, Armenia, Austria, Azerbaijan, Belgium, Benin, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, China, Croatia, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark, Egypt, Equatorial Guinea, Estonia, European Union, Finland, France, Georgia, Germany, Ghana, Greece, Holy See, Hungary, Iceland, India, Ireland, Israel, Italy, Japan, Kazakhstan, Korea, Latvia, Lebanon, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Morocco, the Netherlands, Nigeria, Norway, Pakistan, Philippines, Poland, Portugal, Qatar, Romania, Russia, Saudi Arabia, Serbia, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sri Lanka, Sweden, Switzerland, Thailand, Tunisia, Turkey, Ukraine, the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, Vanuatu, Yemen.

During 2009, the Organization received important cash and in-kind contributions from Permanent Observers that amount to an approximate total of US$20.31 million (22% less than the previous year), of which a significant portion were negotiated by DIA in conjunction with the technical areas of the Organization. It is important to realize that the global financial crisis most certainly played a significant role in the decline in Permanent Observer contributions, though changing regional development priorities by major donor countries has also contributed to the steep reduction from the previous year. 
The areas that benefited most from the cash contributions received in 2009 were: the Secretariat for Political Affairs (39%), the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security (20%), the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (11%), the Secretariat for Legal and Juridical Affairs (7%), the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (4%)
. Additionally, the Inter-American Commission on Women, the Office of the Secretary General, the Secretariat for External Relations and other dependencies of the Organization also received contributions that contribute to the strengthening of their programs in the region. 

Throughout 2009, DIA requested and received project profiles from each technical area and dependency of the Organization. In total, DIA received 119 project profiles. Of those projects, 36 were from the Secretariat for Political Affairs; 34 were from the Secretariat for Integral Development; 21 were from the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security; 9 were from the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights; 7 were from the Secretariat for Legal and Juridical Affairs; 6 were from the Inter-American Commission on Women; 4 were from the Secretariat for External Relations; 1 was from the Justice Center for the Americas (CEJA); and, 1 was from the Office of the Assistant Secretary General. Of the 119 projects received, 85 were presented over the course of the year to the Permanent Observers. Projects were presented by identifying the foreign policy objectives of the Permanent Observer country and matching those interests with the project profiles received. DIA presented projects in the framework of meetings throughout the year, through email, and through CD-ROM in the first half of 2009.

Overall, the OAS received funding for 83 different programs, or variations of programs, across all technical areas and dependencies of the Organization. These include programs created as a result of cooperation agreements between Permanent Observers and the General Secretariat, including in-kind programs such as the Professional Program for Young Diplomats, offered by the Government of China, or the establishment of the Korea-OAS Internship Program. Of the contributions received, the top donors were: Spain (US$11.44 million; or 58.3%); The Netherlands (US$2.71 million; or 13.85%); Sweden (US$1.46 million; or 7.48%); Germany (US$1,185,893; or 5.84%); and, the European Union (US$888,708; or 4.53%).
In order to promote OAS projects and programs, DIA coordinated a series of meetings and events throughout the year, in addition to the formal occasions in which the Permanent Observer representatives announce their support to the programs of the OAS. In the first half of the year, DIA arranged for Permanent Observer representatives to convene at OAS Headquarters for a special session with Secretary General Insulza to dialogue on the issues and themes of the V Summit of the Americas and the XXXIX Regular Session of the OAS General Assembly. In July, DIA organized an occasion for Permanent Observer representatives to convene at OAS Headquarters by invitation from the Secretary General for a briefing on the situation in Honduras and the efforts of the OAS in restoring democratic order in the country. 
DIA also coordinated the annual Dialogue between the Heads of Delegation, the OAS Secretary General and the Heads of Delegation of the Permanent Observer Countries at the XXXIX Regular Session of the OAS General Assembly in San Pedro Sula, Honduras on June 1, 2009. At this session, representatives from 35 Permanent Observer countries to the OAS met for a luncheon at the Hotel Intercontinental in San Pedro Sula with the Heads of Delegation of the 34 Member States of the OAS and the Assistant Secretary General to dialogue on the cooperation between the Observers and the Organization, as well as to discuss points of interest relating to the topic of the General Assembly, “Toward a Culture of Nonviolence.” Moderated by the Vice Minister of Foreign Affairs of Honduras, Patricia Licona, the Dialogue saw interventions from the following Permanent Observers: Spain, France, Italy, Germany, China, Ireland, Korea, Luxembourg, Switzerland, Israel, the European Union, the United Kingdom, Austria, Finland, Croatia, Bulgaria, Serbia, Japan, Egypt, Belgium, the Russian Federation and Nigeria. The Observers spoke on topics relating to the theme of the Assembly, their historic levels of contribution, collaboration between the OAS and other regional organizations, as well as offered pledges on their contributions for 2009-2010. While most remarked that their financial contributions were still to be determined at that point due – in large part – to the impact of the financial crisis on their projected official development assistance, the Observers remained committed to maintaining their presence within the Organization and to supporting, as best and as often as possible, the work of the OAS in all technical areas.  
In September 2009, DIA worked closely with the OAS Department of Sustainable Development to arrange for representatives from nine Permanent Observer countries to come to OAS Headquarters to dialogue and exchange information about OAS sustainable development programs. A feedback session between the Permanent Observers and OAS representatives touched upon some of the opportunities for cooperation that are expected to deepen in coming years in sustainable development, while praising the OAS’ efforts in merging technical expertise and policy advice and in framing these efforts in the context of democracy and conflict resolution. 

In the later half of the year, DIA arranged the visits of two large delegations from the Permanent Observer countries of Germany and Finland, respectively. On September 17, a high-level delegation from the German Ministry of Economic Cooperation and Development (BMZ), together with representatives of the German development agencies, announced a contribution of €1,000,000 in the framework of a meeting held at OAS Headquarters with senior officials of the OAS General Secretariat in the areas of external relations, integral development, political affairs and international law to discuss priorities for cooperation in the Hemisphere and means for deepening the partnership between the OAS and Germany. 

For their part, a Finnish delegation, including the Director General of the Department for the Americas and Asia of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, and all eight Ambassadors heading missions in the Americas, were hosted by DIA to discuss means to deepen relations between the Organization and the Government of Finland. The Finnish delegation received presentations by Secretary General Insulza on the challenges facing the Hemisphere and the Organization’s role in addressing these issues, and by various representatives from the technical areas regarding the work implemented by these bodies in the Hemisphere. 
DIA also worked closely with the technical areas to coordinate four important cooperation agreements signed between the General Secretariat and specific Permanent Observer countries. In July, the Republic of Korea signed an agreement establishing the Korea-OAS Internship Program, whereby the Korean government funds the placement of students in internships at OAS headquarters for six-month periods. DIA also worked with the Government of China to sign two agreements with the General Secretariat in December 2009. The first of which renews the China-OAS Cooperation Fund, which appropriates US$1,000,000 evenly over a five-year period. The second agreement outlines the “OAS-China Scholarship” program through which students from China will be selected to study in universities or research institutes of OAS Member States authorized by the Ministry of Education of China. Also in December, the General Secretariat signed a Memorandum of Understanding on cooperation with the European Union on matters related to democracy, human rights, integral development and transnational security. The agreement with the European Union will allow the Organization to arrive at a common plan of action, to exchange information and best practices, and to cooperate more closely on areas of common interest.
Through efforts with the Government of Finland, DIA also reached an agreement in December with the Finnish to support three projects in the areas of sustainable development and gender equity for total support of €200,000. A similar agreement for €1,000,000 was signed with Germany offering financial support of for two programs in the area of indigenous rights and supporting the peace process in Colombia. 

Also during 2009, this Department coordinated various visits of the Secretary General and Assistant Secretary General to some of the principal Observer donor countries, where they met with the highest level authorities of the Ministries of Foreign Affairs, international cooperation agencies and related organizations promoting the image and work of the OAS to the international community. For example, the Secretary General traveled to Spain in the first half of the year to meet with officials of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the Spanish Agency for International Cooperation on programming the 2009 contribution of Spain to the Organization. The Secretary General and the Director of the Department of International Affairs also met with the Prime Minister of Italy, Silvio Berlusconi, and other authorities in the framework of the IV National Conference on Italy and Latin America and the Caribbean in December 2009. Also in December, the Secretary General and Dr. Irene Klinger, Director of the Department of International Affairs, met in Portugal with authorities from Spain and Portugal to discuss OAS cooperation programs while participating in the XIX Ibero-American Summit in Estoril, Portugal. Similarly, the Assistant Secretary General traveled to China in the first half of 2009 to participate in a workshop for diplomats and took the opportunity to meet with relevant Chinese authorities. 
Equally, DIA arranged for visits to the Ministries of Foreign Affairs of various Permanent Observer countries to promote the priority programs of the General Secretariat, to present advancements on its initiatives and to exchange information on themes of common interest. Among these trips include one to Stockholm, Sweden in the first half of 2009 and a trip to Israel in December 2009 with members of the Department of Sustainable Development and the Department of Human Development, Education and Culture to discuss potential areas of future collaboration. DIA and authorities from the General Secretariat engaged in meetings with directors of the sections in charge of Latin America and the Caribbean in their chancelleries, directors of cooperation agencies, or their designated appointees for relations with Latin America and the Caribbean. These efforts resulted in the strengthening of relations with the Permanent Observer countries, which then translates into important support for the programs and projects executed by the Organization. 

Finally, the OAS received various high-level visits from Ministers, Directors for the Americas of the Chancelleries and authorities from the Ministries of Cooperation and Development, Ambassadors, and other government representatives from the Permanent Observer countries. In addition to the abovementioned visits from the German and Finnish delegations, the OAS Secretary General and Assistant Secretary General realized visits with the Ministers of Foreign Affairs of Bosnia and Herzegovina and Morocco; the Vice President of Spain; the Prime Minister of the Netherlands Antilles; the Secretary of State of Foreign Relations of Italy; the Assistant Secretary of Foreign Affairs of Italy; the Assistant Director for External Relations of the European Union; the European Commissioner responsible for Economic and Monetary Affairs; and other representatives from the European Union, among regular visits from Permanent Observer Ambassadors accredited to the Organization. 
The Secretary General also took the opportunity to meet with the former Commissioner in charge of External Relations of the European Commission, Benita Ferrero-Waldner, in the framework of the United Nations General Assembly in New York City. Also during this time, the Secretary General met with the then-Swedish Presidency of the European Union to effectively coordinate the swift, international response to the crisis in Honduras. 
DIA promoted and encouraged Permanent Observer participation in OAS activities through regular announcements and communications via email, telephone, one-on-one interface, and continual updates to its website regarding important events and significant contributions to OAS programs. In 2009, DIA aimed to improve donor recognition through continual publications, including its 2008 Permanent Observer Success Stories, available on the website and unveiled to the Observers at the XXXIX OAS General Assembly, as well as issuing press releases about the Observers contributions. 
Initial analysis of projected official development assistance over the next few years by OAS Permanent Observer countries to multilateral organizations, and to Latin America and the Caribbean as a whole, is mixed. Many OECD countries remain committed to their long-term regional goals of protecting human rights, advancing environmental sustainability and promoting democracy and equality. Smaller, less developed nations appear more inclined to support more periodic short-term projects, such as electoral observation missions, in smaller financial quantities or through in-kind contributions. As the economic recovery process continues, official development assistance should increase from these donors. However, the Americas could expect to see a smaller portion of these contributions due primarily to the need to recover from the impact of the financial crisis on achieving the Millennium Development Goals, especially in the highly-impoverished nations of sub-Saharan Africa. 

In this respect, DIA will continue to work within the Secretariat for External Relations (SER) on advancing the vision and image of the OAS as the premier hemispheric forum for dialogue and action on issues of the inter-American agenda. By working with the donor Permanent Observer countries on channeling their aid to the region through the OAS, the programs and initiatives of the General Secretariat should see a significant portion of these limited resources.
