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At the request of the Permanent Mission of Ecuador, the Permanent Council held a special meeting to consider the situation in that member state.  Vice Chair of the Permanent Council, Ambassador Joaquín Maza, Permanent Representative of El Salvador, chaired the meeting, which he called to order at 3:05 p.m.



The Permanent Representative of Ecuador, Ambassador María Isabel Salvador, gave a detailed report on the events that were unfolding in her country.  In that regard, she requested the adoption of a resolution to prevent any alteration of democratic stability in Ecuador. 


The Permanent Representative of Peru, Ambassador Hugo De Zela, introduced the draft resolution “Situation in the Republic of Ecuador,” contained in document CP/doc.4514/10, which, he said, had the support of the delegations. 


The representative of Saint Kitts and Nevis, on behalf of CARICOM, and the representatives of Guatemala, the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela, Dominican Republic, Argentina, Chile, Paraguay, United States, Panama, Mexico, Colombia, Costa Rica, Bolivia, Uruguay, Nicaragua, Brazil, Canada, El Salvador, and Panama, as well as the Permanent Observer of Spain, commented on the situation that was unfolding in Ecuador. Describing what took place as a coup attempt, they rejected the revolt by the National Police as well as human rights violations in that country.
The Secretary General of the Organization, Mr. José Miguel Insulza, underscored the need to adopt the draft resolution as soon as possible and commented on the developments. 

The Permanent Council adopted the resolution, “Situation in the Republic of Ecuador,” which was then distributed as resolution CP/RES. 977 (1772/10) corr. 1.
